Commissioners;

My name is Mason B. Smith & I am an 8™, great grandson of the Reverend John Smith, an early & notable citizen
of Sandwich until his death ¢. 1710. May I first commend the S.H.C. on the wonderful work you have done on behalf
of the town & for the people that come there to enjoy your remarkable historically oriented town. The attention to the
maintenance of Sandwich & its assets are remarkably refreshing. ...thank you. The ‘Hoxie’ House first brought me to
your town years ago & I've returned several times since to view other projects that the town &/or the Commission
have had a hand in representing & protecting.

As you well know, John Smith was the original owner of the ‘Hoxie House’ in Sandwich. I am representing a small
but serious group of genealogically inclined direct descendants of the same John Smith who are respectfully
requesting that the Sandwich Historical Commission consider changing the name of the museum from the “Hoxie”
House to something that might better represent the family that first resided there c. 1675 & then lived continuously
there for another 175 +/- years. We appreciate that you give John Smith his due in your description of the Hoxie
House & we understand that the S.H.C.’s main intent is to promote the structure as the ‘oldest’ existing home on the
Cape. But of equal importance to some is a ‘correct’ naming of the place that might better reflect the home’s first 175
years of history. While we have not researched the ownership of the Benjamin Nye homestead we know that it is
named for it’s earliest resident & builder. Similarly, there is evidence that suggests that Rev. John Smith had a hand in
building the original home as well. Perhaps in the late 1950°s when the restoration began on the Smith/Hoxie House
the Commissioners found it convenient to name it after the current occupant versus the more historically appealing
name of its original owner. For these reasons perhaps you’ll consider amending the name accordingly.

Understanding that there are attendant costs associated with a change in name I’m sure that we as a group may
have some input & suggestions on how those costs might be mitigated. ,
